Electric Fan Heater
IP21 Rated. Safe usage in zone 3 environments - (Damp indoor environments)

Installation and operating instructions.

All mains electrical equipment is potentially hazardous.

¢ Always use a circuit-breaker (RCD) when using this appliance.
¢ Always read and follow these instructions carefully.

Please read these instructions carefully before using
the heater.

Unpacking and checking: check that there is no damage
to the appliance or the wiring. Do not use if damage
is suspected.

Safe usage:

¢ Always use a circuit-breaker (RCD)
Use on a flat level surface
Allow 50cm space all round for safe operation
Do not cover the heater
Do not operate near other heaters or power sockets
Do not push anything into the grill
Keep well away from children and pets
Ensure that cables are not a trip hazard
Do not spray with water or operate where
automatic sprinklers are in use
Inspect regularly for damage and clean
occasionally with a vacuum cleaner
¢ Do not attempt any repairs: consult a

qualified electrician.

Operating instructions:
1.Turn the fan to O and the thermostat to the
minimum position before plugging into the mains
via the RCD.
2.Select the heat output you require:

e Fan only — cool air

* Position 1 — blows heat at 1000W

¢ Position 2 — blows heat at 2000W

3. Adjust the temperature as required using the
thermostat switch:

e Turn the switch to maximum whilst the heater
is working.

* When the temperature in the greenhouse or
conservatory reaches the required level, turn
the thermostat switch towards minimum until
it clicks and the heat is switched off.

e The thermostat will then automatically keep
the temperature at this level.

* Adjust the temperature up or down by rotating
the thermostat switch.

4.1t is recommended that the heater is turned to a
cool air setting for 5 minutes before turning it off.

5.Should the appliance overheat, it will
automatically shut off. If this happens, unplug it
from the mains and allow it to cool completely
before trying it again. If the problem persists, seek
the advice of a qualified electrician or appliance
repair professional.

Wiring Instructions

For use with 230 volts AC mains supply

This Product is supplied with a factory fitted 13amp approved
plug. The plug is fitted with a 13 amp fuse. If the fuse fails then
it should only be replaced with a similar approved 13 amp unit.
If the plug is changed then the Blue wire should be connected
to the Neutral (N) terminal and the brown wire should be
connected to the live (L) terminal.

The Yellow and Green wire should be connected to the Earth
(&) terminal.

The supply cord cannot be replaced. If the cord is damaged the
appliance should be scapped.

Do not attempt to gain access to any of the internal electrical
components within the heater.
